Changing the Design of the Actinic Payments Merchant Interface
It is not possible to edit the HTML of the Actinic Payments screen, where your online customers will enter their card details. It is possible, however, to supply an alternate stylesheet to the payment screen. The settings in this stylesheet will replace the settings in the default one, which means you can use it to supply an alternative logo, as well as changing other settings.
Pointing Actinic Payments to a New Stylesheet

Go into your site folder and then open the 'CommonOCC' folder. Within it you'll see a file called Act_OCCActPayTemplate.html. Open this file in a web editor or in Notepad.

Halfway down the file you'll see the following lines:

<!-- Remove the comments and edit the value of the following hidden field to supply your own CSS file. -->

<!-- <input type="hidden" name="ekashu_style_sheet" value="https://your.URL/ekashu.css" /> -->
Remove the <!-- --> marks from around the second line in order to activate it. 

You can change the "https://your.URL/ekashu.css" value to point to your own custom stylesheet file on your own web server. This file needs to be called 'ekashu.css'.
This file must be stored on an SSL server so it can be linked to with a https:// URL. If you don't do this then your customers will get a warning telling them the page contains a mixture of secure and insecure items. This could result in a loss of sales.
Any images referenced in the stylesheet also need to be on an SSL server and use an https:// URL.

Example Stylesheet
Here is some example content for ekashu.css, which will include a custom logo image, and a custom background image, and change the default fonts and colours for the page.
